Small grants of (up to) £250 are available to rural community buildings in Harrogate, Ryedale and Scarborough Districts which sign up to the Community Friendly Buildings (CFB) Project. The funding for this is provided by Your Consortium, with funds from North Yorkshire County Council’s Innovation Fund.
CFB helps rural community buildings become hubs for new activities, projects or services and to become more accessible to all members of their communities, particularly older and vulnerable people, those most at risk of social isolation, and those living with dementia. Your grant application should be clear about how the money will help you achieve this. To be eligible for funding, your project should not be a one-off event but should be a regular activity, although we may be able to support “pilot” events aimed at establishing demand for continuing work. Your activity must take place, or at least start, by the end of August when our project funding ends so that we can monitor its success and report it to our funders.
Please note that while we can support church halls and places of worship to develop new activity, that activity must not be religious in nature and must be open to all members of the community.
Grant applications can be made for either capital or revenue costs, or a combination of both. For example, if you are organising a new social coffee morning event for local older people you might wish to apply for a grant to purchase a new coffee machine and tea urn, or perhaps you want to pay volunteer drivers their mileage costs to transport local people in isolated communities to the event.

There is no deadline for applications. Successful applications will be allocated funding on a first-come-first-served basis, and as funded activity must take place before the end of August applications should be submitted as soon as possible. Funding is particularly aimed at community buildings in the Harrogate, Ryedale and Scarborough Districts, but applications from other parts of North Yorkshire are welcome.
