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How to make an easy draught excluder

	Stuffing: 
Soft toy stuffing (from most craft shops)
Inside of an old pillow or duvet
Odd socks
Old towels
Cotton or wool rags

Please avoid using highly flammable material



Here’s what you will need:
Tape measure
Pins
Cotton
Needle
Thread
Scissors
Material 
Sewing machine – optional 
Stuffing – please see adjacent box
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Here’s how it’s made:
1. Measure the length of your door.

2. Cut two pieces of material so that the length is the length of your door plus 12 cm and the width is 23cm.
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3. Pin the fabric, right sides facing together and sew along the two long sides and one end, at least 1.5 cm from the edges, leaving the other edge open. You may prefer to sew tacking stitches and remove the pins before taking it to the sewing machine.
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4. When you have sewn along the three sides, turn the draught excluder the right way out, poking out any corners.

5. Fill it with stuffing.
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6. Fold in the final gap and hand stitch it closed. 
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7. Stand back and admire your handiwork! Then drop it off at the office of your local North Yorkshire Alliance member (see addresses below) who will ensure it goes to a ‘good home’. THANK YOU
